o  Limit answer choices to 5 total.

o Allow time for discussion of the response results. 

o Build in approximately 1-2 minutes for presenting and polling.

o Build in at least 2-3 minutes for discussion of each question.

o It is recommended to use no more than 5 questions. Use questions sparingly to 

highlight the points you most want to emphasize.
